N As we move into warmer
weather, please remind
children to wear sunscreen
and hats (if needed) when outside.
Students can eat and socialize
under our shade structure, and the
multipurpose room game room is
another shady option during lunch.

Class Placements for
the 2011-2012 School Year:

As we look forward to planning for the 2011-2012 school, there are many unknowns in our
future. We are not certain of class sizes, be it 25:1 or higher, how often the library will be
open or the computer lab etc. Even so, we do know that students will come to school and
be eager to learn. We want to ensure we are as prepared as possible for the coming year.

At this time our students are beginning to wonder who their teacher will be for the following
year. Will they have the same teacher as their sibling had? Will they get the teacher that
they want? How do we decide which class each student will be placed in? With the
additional challenges of the budget, we are uncertain of class sizes for primary
classrooms, grades 1-3. We do know that although there will be some staffing changes,
we will continue to have highly qualified, dedicated teachers at Fairlands School.

As we look to next year our staff will continue our commitment to building balanced
classrooms. Research indicates that achievement is higher in classrooms that have
healthy dynamics. We seek to develop the best possible dynamics in EVERY classroom.
This includes balancing classes by gender, ethnicity, personality-types, and cognitive skills
so that all students have an equal opportunity to learn. When it comes to your child’s
learning style within a classroom setting, there is no better authority than your child’s

teacher. Teachers, administrators and specialists follow a systematic process to ensure
each child is placed in the best possible learning environment.

In addition, each year the staff experiences some adjustments in teaching assignments.
There is no guarantee that every staff member will teach the same grade level next year. It
is important for families to understand that we cannot grant individual requests for
teachers. If you feel your child has specific needs that we may not be aware of then
please stop by the office and complete a “Parent Input Form”. Forms are available in the
front office from April 11th- May 20"™. No forms will be accepted after May 20", (no
exceptions), | will accept SHORT letters, (no e-mails), as well. This form is designed for
parents to note special needs or pertinent information that is critical to your child’s
placement for next year. PLEASE DO NOT REQUEST A SPECIFIC TEACHER BY

NAME. Forms that state specific teacher requests will be discarded. Thank you for
adhering to my request and for your continued support.

STAR Testing

STAR Testing is scheduled from April 26'"- May 12" in grades 2-5. We ask that during the two week
testing block families do all they can to avoid scheduling vacations, doctor appointments or other |

appointments that will require your child to miss school. If your child misses any days during these |#
weeks we will do all we can to provide time to make-up any missed test/s. All tests must be completed

and will be picked up by Friday, May 14". We cannot guarantee that all tests will be made up if a student misses a
significant number of days. It is very important that at least 95% or our students in grades 2-5 complete the STAR

testing. If we drop below this percentage then regardless of how well our students do we will be at risk of being
named underperforming.

To help your child to perform at his or her peak please ensure you do the following:

® Encourage an early bedtime (8-10 hours of sleep per night)
® Avoid sugary snacks

®  Pack healthy lunches that provide a balance of protein and carbohydrates

(No McDonalds, Taco Bell or Pizza Hut)

®  Encourage your child to eat fruit and vegetables instead of candy or cookies

® Drink lots of water
® Avoid video games
The goal is to ensure your child is well rested and feeling his or her best. Healthy eating and drinking helps to reach this

goal. The above list is truly a good idea every day, but lives are busy and schedules are full, therefore we realize it is not
necessarily possible to do this every day. Thank you for working with us to promote your child’s success at school.
